1. RULES
1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.
1.2 The organizing authority is the Sailing Committee of the Sebago Canoe Club,
Brooklyn, NY.

2. LANGUAGE
The official language of this regatta will be English.

3.ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 There will be an “Open” fleet consisting of all Laser (Fulls and Radials) and
Sunfish (both race and recreational rigs) and Force 5. Other dinghy classes are
welcome to compete.

3.2 All competitors are required to help conduct races from the RC boat for one day
of the series to qualify to rank in this series (The RC boat will be positioned and
the course will be set up and daily instructions provided by the SCC Sailing
PRO). Minimum of participation to rank in this series is 3 days (one of the days
may be the required RC duty). Participation in 5 days of the Series allows the
participant to throw out a 1day final score from the Series average.

4. RISK
It is the competitor’s decision to enter the regatta and to start or continue any race. (See
RRS rule 4). The competitors are ultimately responsible for the risks. The competitor will
accept full responsibility for all his/her actions during any activity related to the event. This
includes on shore activities before, during, and after the regatta.
